MINUTE APPROVAL:  Motion of Szymanski, supported by Sheldon, to approve the 
Beautification/Historical meeting minutes of November 18, 2014, as submitted.

AGENDA APPROVAL:  Motion of Walters, supported by Burke, to approve the Beautification / 
Historical Commission agenda of January 20, 2015, as submitted.  All voting aye. 
 

HISTORICAL SOCIETY REPORT:  Burke stated that there was nothing new to report because the 
Society had not yet voted on the brochures.  She said the items that the commission noted had already 
been fixed when she mentioned them and the brochures should be ready to go as soon as they are voted 
on. 
 

GARDEN PROJECT:  Thomas reported that additional gardeners have renewed for the 2015 season, 
bringing the new total to about 40.  Most of the gardeners requested the raised beds, but a few of the 
traditional ones on the east side of the Police Department have also been reserved. 
 

CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT PLANS:  Due to the cold weather, snow and ice, nothing is being done at 
this time. 
 

2015 PROJECTS:  Members discussed the pros and cons of recognizing businesses that decorate for the 
Holidays and then moved to the subject of residents.   
 

OTHER BUSINESS:  Members discussed the cost of attending the Southeast Michigan Beautification 
Commission meetings.  The cost of attending, combined with the cost of driving has become too much for 
some of the members.  Since none of them have been to a meeting, no one knows what is happening.  
Members would like Maxe to give his blessing on presenting a request, to be drafted by Sheldon, to the 
Township Board for funds to attend some of the SEMBC meetings in 2015. 

Members would also like Maxe to look into the rules about replacing members who only attend 
occasional meetings.
