INFORMATION ITEMS: 
1.)  TOWNSHIP FEEDBACK – As had previously discussed, we had been approached 
regarding a donation for naming of facilities in Thorn Park.  At its’ April 20, 2015 
meeting the Township Board approved the acceptance of a $10,000.00 donation from 
Lisa Berecz-Davis to place a plaque and name the plaza currently under construction 
west of the Community Center  after her parents. 
        
2.)  COMMUNITY CENTER UPDATE – Attached is the Community Center use 
summary for 2015.  Summary based upon 2 possible uses per weekday and 1 possible use 
weekend days.  Also attached is the Event Center usage summary based upon one use per 
day. 
 
3.)  PARK DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS 

A.)  TOWNSHIP CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT – Work is suspended for the Winter 
and no additional progress has been made.  Currently what remains to be completed is 
the wiring of the light bollards, concrete work around flag poles, and the construction 
of the dumpster enclosure.  Work on the punch list for splash pad area and the 
remainder of this phase was scheduled to start the week of September 15, however to 
date that work has not been done.
